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I am meeting the objectives in the course as listed in the course syllabus.  I leaned greatly how to argue in a position paper.  I learned that it is important to show one side and still debate for the favor of the other.  This is a strategy new to me in writing and I have learned a lot by reading and doing the position paper.  I also learned how to search the internet for appropriate articles that apply to my writing. I used Google Scholar and learned how to search even further at my local library with help from librarians. 


Another area that I have learned in writing is the use of writing an outline.  I have never done it before.  I usually just sat down and started writing, but I have learned that using an outline organizes my thoughts and makes my writing easier to read and follow.  


Fro the start of class many members have stopped contributing, is not dropped out.  Originally there were near 10 students in my class, and I now there are only about 5 that consistently contribute to the group. I believe that we have a good group of very assertive people.   We are all very active in our group and help each other with questions, answers and advice.
